St. Theresa ParishñLenten Focus, 2022 
Prayer  Å  Fasting  Å  Almsgiving 

 

About 180,000 more Illinois residents are expected to struggle with access to food this year compared to last year, 
according to new research.  Prior to the pandemic, nearly one in 10 Illinois residents were food insecure ð meaning they 
lacked access to affordable, healthy food, according to U.S. Department of Agriculture data. That number is expected to 
grow, according to projections from Feeding America. 
 

According to a local food pantry, Northwest Compass, Cook County enjoys a median household income of more than 
$55,000 annually and only 16% of residents live in povertyéand yet hunger and food insecurity are present in every 
community across the Northwest suburbs, plaguing many of our neighbors. To set the record straight about some of the 
most common misconceptions related to food insecurity: 
 

Everyone in Cook County has enough to eat. While Cook County boasts some of Illinoisô wealthiest communities, an 
estimated 1 in 7 Cook County residents may face food insecurity this year. 
 

Food Insecurity only affects those living below the poverty level. While there is an undeniable correlation between 
hunger and poverty, other factors such as lack of access to transportation and health problems also contribute. 
 

Nobody really has to choose between filling prescriptions and feeding their family. In fact, making the tough call 
between buying food and paying for other basic necessities such as healthcare is an unfortunate reality for some of our 
neighbors. 
 

All food insecure households qualify for federal assistance. Some of our neighbors rely on pantries to provide healthy 
food for their families precisely because they do not qualify for federal nutrition assistance programs. 
 

Everyone who uses a food pantry is homeless or unemployed. Hunger does not discriminate and in fact many of our 
single parent, retired, veteran and working poor neighbors rely on food pantries to help them augment their food budgets 
while still meeting daily obligations for themselves and their families. 
 

The St. Theresa Parish Lenten Focus for 2022 will be on donating to food 
pantries in the Palatine area in order to fill the needs for those who are affected 
by food insecurity.  In the Palatine area there are several food pantries that could 
benefit from the generosity of our Parish. So, for the period of Ash Wednesday, 
March 2nd, until Palm Sunday, April 10th, the Parish will be hosting a marathon 
food drive and donation campaign aimed at assisting local pantries in the area.
